(Abbot: guy at the head of the abbey (lived like a prince).

In spite of the elimination of the Catholic Church as an economic power from a religious point of view, Henry 8th was still very prudent. It is only under his son Edward 6th that you had an acceleration, with Cranmer (archbishop of Canterbury). And there a number of initiatives were taken, aiming at transforming the religious character. After Edward came Mary I (who played a game with Cranmer: he had to say sorry for all the mistakes he taught, like the book of common prayers…). In the end Cranmer was staked, burned. 

Elisabeth (Reign: 1588-1603)

· She’s a survivor: at one point her father had disinherited her. She was seen as a bastard child because she was born out of adultery. 

· Keyword of Elisabeth: moderation and balance

· Before Elisabeth we had 2 periodS of terror: 1) Edward 6th who continued the campaign against the catholic institutions( If you were catholic you were in danger. 2) With Mary, if you behaved like a protestant, you were at risk.

· Elisabeth is going to try to find a right balance, she wants to mix Catholics and Protestants (fusion) and hopes they can coexist. Consequence( neither camp is going to be happy, this compromise was fine for normal people who didn’t are about religion, but for religious people it’s going to be a big problem. Elisabeth maintained religious decorum: she’s going to keep the bishops and the “regalia” (all things that show that a bishop is a bishop: hat, cross, candles, clothes), ( the protestants didn’t like it. On the other hand she’s going to impose the Book of Common Prayer in English( something the Catholics didn’t like.
· Her reign: not many events happened during her reign. But there were important characters.
6 important characters 
1) William Cecil: Lord Burghley. He was an English statesman, Elisabeth’s chief advisor and the most important politician in charge of politics of Elisabeth. One of his concerns is going to be Elisabeth’s marriage. Her nicknames: Gloriana + the virgin Queen. William is concerned of stability, he insist to get her married but he failed that. Even after her reign, in 1603, he’s going to remain chief adviser.

2) Sir Francis Walsingham: he was Elisabeth’s principal secretary and also her spymaster. Good thing there was someone in charge of keeping plots against the queen under control. There were people dreaming of removing Elisabeth. Walsingham had been send to negotiate with the Huguenots (French Protestants) and he witnessed the Saint Bartholomew’s massacre in Paris. From that moment on he didn’t trust the Catholics no more. He was obsessed with foiling catholic plots. He’s also the man who got Mary Stuart’s head. Her claim to the throne was as valid as Elisabeth’s. Mary’s lineage was clearer than Elisabeth’s as well. Walsingham didn’t let that be and in the end she was executed. 
3) Robert Dudley: Earl of Leicester. The victim of Elisabeth’s jealousy. He was one or Elisabeth’s permanent marriage prospect. She quite liked him, was quite possessive but she never decided to married him. In the end he fell in love with someone else and was sent to prison. Robert Dudley’s story in this book: Kenilworth. By Walter Scott.
4) Robert Devereux. 2nd Earl of Essex. He was one of Elisabeth’s favourites. He led a military expedition to Spain and then, in 1601, he led an abortive coup d'état against the government and was executed for treason( decapitated.
5) The invincible Armada (name of the Spanish fleet): Philip 2nd wanted to invade England. The English were lucky, they invented a technique where you send a ship with lots of things burning. The Spanish captains panicked (Alexandro Farnese). The English were able to pick them one by one. 
	The Spanish Armada

The spectacular but unsuccessful attempt by King Philip II of Spain to invade Elizabethan England. The Armada is for the English the classic foreign threat to their country and a powerful icon of national identity.

Battle: The Spanish Armada.

Date: June to September 1588.

Place: The English Channel, the North Sea and the seas around the North and West of Scotland, the Orkneys and the West of Ireland.

The Spanish Armada sailed with around 160 ships. The English mobilised up to 200 ships in the Channel. Unknown numbers of Dutch vessels harassed and attacked the Armada




6) Sir Francis Drake. He was a general in the Spanish Armada. Elisabeth new the Spanish wanted to get her so she wanted to give them a kick(via Francis Drake. Elisabeth didn’t want to declare war but she did want to hurt them a little. So she asked Drake (with his boats). Drake managed to capture lots of gold. He also plundered Lima (Capital of Peru) with a ship called the Golden Hind. He completed the 2nd circumnavigation of the world (the 1st one was done by Magellan). Result(Spanish Armanda. 
The 17th century

Elisabeth dies in 1603. 
Problem: who is going to be her successor? ( Margaret had a child: James the 5th and he’s going to marry a French princess: Marie De Guise. Mary Stuart (queen of Scots) is their child (Margaret’s grandchild). 

Mary Stuart had child before dying: James VI of Scotland also James I of England
· The 17th century begins with James VI. He is at the same time James VI of Scotland AND called James I of England (double crown). He’s going to be the king of English until 1625. One important characteristic: he’s a moderate (like Elisabeth was). He’s a bit of a scholar (wrote book, specialist demonology; the study of demons, he was interested in witches). As we can expect, Shakespeare wrote a lot about witches too (ex: “Mac Beth”), we can guess he wrote those done to please the King at the time. Apparently James had lots of children, lost quite a few too. At the end of his life he seemed to have an interest in “young men”. 

He was moderate but that caused trouble. He’s going to be the victim of the gun powder plot. It was a Catholic plot. They had in mind: to store huge quantities of gun powder hidden underneath the Parliament. There was a guy who guarded these and he was going to ignite it when the president came to the Parliament (this guy was called: Guy Fawkes), that guy was eventually burned in a bun fire.
	The Gunpowder Plot of 1605, in earlier centuries often called the Gunpowder Treason Plot or the Jesuit Treason, was a failed assassination attempt against King James I of England and VI of Scotland by a group of provincial English Catholics led by Robert Catesby.

The plan was to blow up the House of Lords during the State Opening of England's Parliament on 5 November 1605.

The plot was revealed to the authorities in an anonymous letter sent to William Parker, 4th Baron Monteagle, on 26 October 1605. During a search of the House of Lords at about midnight on 4 November 1605, Fawkes was discovered guarding 36 barrels of gunpowder—enough to reduce the House of Lords to rubble—and arrested.


The Catholics hated the King but Protestants did not like him much either. When the Pope tried to discuss things, James said no “you do your things where you are and I do my things in England”.

James VI liked the good life. He spend a lot of years in Scotland until 1603. All the years before that he was a Scot. Then he became king of England, he promises his Scots he’ll come back. But actually he only went back to Scotland once (English was so much richer, he stayed there). That was not considerate of the Scots. The Puritans didn’t like it. One thing the King James did that’s not going to please the Puritans: he asked one of his bishops to publish a Book of Sports. 

Book of sports(Situation: there was the Community of Dorchester taken by the Puritans and they imposed a very austere lifestyle: ><beggars and drunkenness + church attendance. (James didn’t like those Puritans one bit. He asked the Bishop to write a Book of Sport and insisted that on Sunday, after the mass there must be some fun activities: dancing, May Poles, Morris dance, archery… The Puritans didn’t like it.
The Puritans really worked on James’ nerves. Ended up in jail. Some radicals are going to run away and immigrate to Holland. From there they are going to board a ship and go to America. (Name of the ship Mayflower). These people who ran away were often: poor and educated people from the city (craft men, bookkeepers…). 
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Recap: James I had been slightly too interested in young men towards the end of his life but fundamentally he tried to maintain some balance between the two sides. But he ended up in trouble with both sides. He was rejected by the Catholics (gun powder episode), the Protestants disliked him as well (episode of the book of sports). There were quite a lot of radicals among the Protestants. James insisted on fighting against these tendencies. 
James I’s son( Charles I. He will try to follow the tendencies of the time: absolutism. Charles I wants to limit the power of the nobles. On the other hand the Protestants, the separatists, the heirs of a long tradition (First the Lollards, then the Recusants those who refused to attend the Church, and now the Separatists those who are going to cause trouble with James I) don’t want to be in the same Church as the others who accept to live with Catholics. 
We have a system working on courtiers. There will also be trouble with the King(conflict: the separatist will gain an increasing power in Parliament and at one stage the king is going to send the government away, suspending the Parliament. At one point, he has to call the Parliament back for money, and there we are going to have trouble and the Parliament will raise its own army, this army is going to defeat the royalists (nickname: cavaliers). 

· Civil war in the 1640’s: Parliamentary army><Cavaliers. With Oliver Cromwell. The royalists lost. Cromwell wins.
· Prince Rupert the nephew of Charles I. A Fantastic cavalier. The Protestants were disciplined so that they won the 2 big battles, a royalists’ defeat: Marston Moor and Naseby.
· Cromwell: He suffered from manic depression. He had a very bad temper. So he went to church and listened to the sermons of the Protestants. He thought he was saved by God. Then he became one of the key organisers of the Parliament army. He’s going to insist on discipline and piety. When you needed a promotion it didn’t matter if you were noble or not, as a commoner you could rank up. You also have levellers in the Parliamentary army.

· Radicalised: the Levellers. They are going to insist on social justice. And the Parliamentary army who were part of the gentry didn’t like it one bit. 
The king and his son (Charles II). They led rebellions wherever they found Catholic supporters. And where were the Catholics in the British Isles?: The Highlands in Ireland. 

Charles 1st was finally beheaded, judged as a traitor. Problem: The British people were extremely lukewarm. Not everybody wanted to be Radical Protestants. That was seen in Parliament: there was constant bickering. At one point they were fed up and decided to ban all the people who were not Protestant enough from the Parliament. The rump Parliament: Lord Protector of the commonwealth (no more king), it was Oliver Cromwell. 
Cromwell died in the mid 1650’s.

Who was going to succeed him? His son had to become the next Lord Protector. That guy was not that interested and in the end they negotiated the return of Charles II. These periods of constant trouble had left a feeling of instability and someone had to think about that(Charles II. Associated with a philosopher: Thomas Hobbes. He tries to find a solution and that was published in a book “Leviathan” (apology of absolutism). 
Leviathan: His logic: he is a materialist, “man learns from experience”. Main target: self-preservation. Except that when man is left alone (with no more Lord): man is in a state of nature. Fear of death. The famous quote from Thomas Hobbes: “Life in the state of nature for man is poor, solitary, nasty, brutish and short”. As a result man decides that they need society and laws. Problem: not everybody respects the rules. Hobbes’ solution: we need a supreme guarantor with absolute power.
James II: He had lots of children, he even had children (and an illegitimate nephew) who were Protestant like Monmouth (he rebelled and was executed). His brother James II was a good solution: there was no doubt he became James II of England and James 7th of Scotland. But he married a Catholic woman( The Parliament voted the exclusion act: if you are Catholic then you can’t be part of the Parliament.

Mary (<3 William) and her sister Anne: both married a Protestant prince. But then there was Mary of Modena. Who got pregnant with James’ baby. 1688: the glorious revolution started (because the child was a Catholic boy because his mother Mary was Catholic).  
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Mary II married William (of Holland) IV. No Children. William was famous for his victory at the Battle of the Boyne. Followed by repression against the Catholics. He dies in the 1700’s and his successor: Queen Anne. There was a crisis in 1715 and the authorities are going to have to replace Anne. Who’s next in the list of succession? James, but he’s out since he’s catholic. Next one? Number 51 (on the list), he’s a protestant German prince(George Elector of Hanover? He didn’t even speak English. Note: The architectural style of those years, because his name was George, was called Georgian. 
	John Locke, a philosopher, major influence for the later centuries. He was a commoner. Ideas:

-Toleration. 

-He’s a relativist( accepting everything.

-Argument: How could feeble-minded like us decide on the validity of religion ideas. 

-Let’s go for diversity. 

-Violence won’t change anything. 

-Coercion is not a way to solve the religious problems.

Second point of John Locke: the right to dissent

There is a contract: men enters into a society ruled by a king because there is a need for peace and stability. The king could start making laws and push the state in a direction that nobody wants to. Normally the king should know what people want. If he makes laws without authority, you may say “no” and begin a new system.

From the moment this text was written, it became more difficult to be a tyrant.  
Important element: Locke insisted on checks and balances( separation of powers. 


	


Class 17
John Locke: from a political point of view he's very important. He confirms the right to dissent, to disagree. If the king doesn't fulfil the contract, you can oppose. He's the most able advocate of a system where industrial activity is desirable. Property rights must be clearly established. You need a judicial system to protect property, and that is fundamental for business.

Little problem with Locke: the rules of the game is profit and property. 

One of the things he insists on: god gave property of the earth in common to all men. But how to get to individual property? He justifies individual property. He's going to find a solution to this, which will please the economic elite, the industrialists. Taking any part of what is common and removing it out of the state of nature if it is of no use in common. You don't need the consent of the others.
(N.B: Vocabulary: ore: like iron ore: un minerai.)
When you mix any element plus your work, makes it your property. The work can be done by your servant, it will still become your individual property. You can increase your property by making others work. What about America and Indians? They lived in the state of nature with all the earth held in common. They are confronted with colonists who insist on individual property. How is it justifiable? Locke is going to go back to the idea of profit. "How much market value do theses Indians create?". As a result, the verdict is very vicious. The Indians do not create enough profit, whereas the colonists do. So it's a good thing to allow the English colonists to seize as many lands as possible.

--> CCL: He justifies Capitalist economy.

INDUSTRIAL REVOLUTION

Agricultural economy >< industrial economy( machines, the main one: the steam machine (the first use of the steam machine: coal production). 

England was lucky, the seams (FR: les filons) were very close to the surface. England was helped by geology. 

-In mining: the depth of the pit is a big factor. When it's too deep it'll be filled with water. The first steam machines were needed to extract water from the mines so that you could start digging deeper. Thanks to the machines to work capacity was multiplied. The idea is that thanks to the steam machine, the work of thousands of people could be done by it.

-Industrialists and scientists worked together. They needed to improve the machines, so we need scientists, but they need money--> industrialists. They helped each other.

Ships used canals to bring large quantities of coal to other countries like the Netherlands. So they build canals: tunnel canals, bridge canals.

The 1st big hero: Earl of Bridgewater. (Bringing coal to Manchester, and divided the price of coal by three).
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Industrial England: Production of quick lime (FR: chaux vive) (based on limestone).
Dynastic approach of the 18th century

Starts in 1688: the glorious/happy revolution. 
Son of James II and his Catholic second wife Mary of Modena. James Francis’ birth in 1688 was controversial as it raised the prospect of succession of a Catholic king. A rumour was started by James’ detractors that the baby was a substitute introduced in a warming pan. James II was unpopular and the birth precipitated his fall when William of Orange, who had married Mary James’ daughter by his first wife Anne Hyde, was invited to take the throne the ‘Glorious Revolution’ of 1688. James abdicated a few months later when his forces faced defeat by William, and he, his wife Mary of Modena and baby son James fled to France. (The desertion of James 2nd. 
In the Tories: we had Daniel Defoe (who wrote Robinson Crusoe). He said “William came with 14000 Dutch soldiers, and James left because the clergy was praying for James 2nd departure”. 
Borne battle

We have William 3rd and Mary. An Anglican college was created in America: the college of William and Mary (second college ever created in America after Harvard). 

After Mary died, William held the country together. Then came Mary’s sister: Ann(Queen Ann. Because she had lost all her children, in the end she was a very sad alcoholic woman.
	Duke of Marlborough is a title in the Peerage of England. It was created by Queen Anne in 1702 for John Churchill, 1st Earl of Marlborough (1650–1722), the noted military leader.


	Sidney Godolphin, 1st Earl of Godolphin, was a senior politician whose career spanned the reigns of Charles II, James II, William III and Anne. Godolphin was primarily a political manager and his links to any political party was tenuous. Godolphin’s primary political expertise was in finance and he can be considered one of the leading Treasury men of the era.


Ann dies… Who’s the successor? (= successor/possible successor

(James 3rd, her half-brother (but he’s a catholic raised in France in the Louis XIV’s Court). James 3rd is clearly too catholic for England. 
So the next one in the successor’s line? They went down to 50th person on the list: he was Protestant: (George I elector of Hanover (born in Germany dies 1727) 
(His son George II (Born in Germany dies in 1760).  
( His son Fredrick but he dies in 1751.
( Then we finally have George III (Born in England, dies in 1820). 
(George IV 
( His brother William IV. 
( Then Queen Victoria.
George II’s real challenge: 1745= Jacobite Rebellion: leader Bonnie Prince Charlie (James 3rd’s son). Jacobite Rebellion: Charlie landed in the highlands, where there were Catholics. Together they went down quite close to London. What happened: Tory didn’t support Bonnie, so he retreated until the battle of Culloden (where Frederick’s brother, Butcher of Cumberland, won).
George III
First Hanoverian king of England. He had a decent marriage and a lot of children. Nickname: farmer George. Two events during his reign: Treaty of Paris (conclusion: France accept defeat in Canada). 1776: Declaration of Independence in America where Britain lost America (but not Canada). George became crazy at the end of his life.
